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Belle Fayvinia Z Wins January’s Show Jumping Hall of Fame Horse of the
Month Award

Lexington, KY — February 25, 2026 — Belle Fayvinia Z has earned the Show Jumping Hall of Fame
Horse of the Month Award for January.

Owned and ridden by Capri Truesdale of Greenwich, CT, the 16-year-old Zangersheide mare competes in
the Show Jumping Hall of Fame Jumper Classic Series’ East Conference. The pair kicked off their year
with a fourth-place finish in the $15,000 SJHOF 1.45m Junior Jumper Classic at WEF 1. Then at WEF 3,
they topped the Classic’s podium and earned that week’s 1.40/1.45m Junior Jumper Championship.
These successful showings helped Belle Fayvinia Z secure the Hall of Fame’s Horse of the Month Award

for January.

The Show Jumping Hall of Fame conducts its Jumper Classic Series with classes at approximately 80
horse shows each year. The Series hosts classes for junior and amateur riders at both 1.40-1.45m and
1.30-1.35m in two Conferences — the East Conference and the West Conference. The Series culminates
in Championship Finals for both divisions in the fall. The winners of the Finals each receive
complimentary admission to the Hall of Fame’s annual Induction Ceremony and Awards Gala in

Wellington in March, during which they are honored for their achievements.

Each month, the Series honors the one rider and one horse that earn the most points in Series
competition that month. For year-end awards, the Series recognizes each conference’s Leading Rider
and Leading Horse. The winner of each year-end award receives an engraved Tiffany crystal trophy and
